He appeared to be going further, 29 but they constrained him, saying, «Stay with us, for it is toward evening and the day is now far spent.» So he went in to stay with them. 30 And it happened that when he was at table with them, he took the bread and blessed, and broke it, and gave it to them. 31 And their eyes were opened and they recognized him; and he became invisible to them.32 They said to themselves, «Did not our hearts burn within us while he talked to us on the road, while he opened to us the Scriptures?» 33 And they rose that same hour and RETURNED TO JERUSALEM.

Beginning from Jerusalem, 48 you are witnesses of these things. 49 And behold, I send the promise of my Father upon you; but stay in the city, until you are clothed with power from on high.» 50 He led them out as far as Bethany, and lifting up his hands he blessed them. 51 While he blessed them, he parted from them, and was carried up into heaven. 52 And prostrating themselves before him, THEY RETURNED TO JERUSALEM with great joy, 53 and were continually in the temple blessing God.
